Photoshop: A Walkthrough

Adobe Photoshop is photo and graphic editing software. It has many different features and tools – today we will walk through a few of these
1.    Open the share drive photo of Will Ferrell in the movie Anchorman.  We will use this photo to play around with a number of Photoshop tools
2.    Follow the demonstration Mr. Harris provides on the screen. He will cover the following tools:
a.    Rectangular marquee tool  [image: image14.png]


 Used to make a rectangular selection, can use shift to limit the selection to a square.
b.    Elliptical Marquee tool [image: image2.png]


 used to make a circular selection.
c.     Lasso tool [image: image3.png]


 used for a custom free hand selection.
d.    Polygon lasso tool [image: image4.png]


 Used for selecting items with straight lines.
e.    Magnetic lasso tool [image: image5.png]


 A selection tool that is best used where there is a lot of contrast, a man in a dark suit in front of a light background.
f.      Magic wand tool [image: image6.png]


 Allows you to select an area of an image based on its color.
g.    Layers are just pictures stacked on top of each other.  You can adjust which layers are visible.  If you don’t see layers on the right as a tab, choose Window, and put a check by Layers.
h.    Cut and paste
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 Used to draw vector graphic shapes that don’t lose quality with size changes.
j.      Painting tools [image: image8.png]£y Paint Bucket Tool
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 Pencil and brush are used to draw, the paint bucket is used to change the color of an entire area.
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k.      Eraser tool Used to erase. [image: image10.png]



l.  Blur/sharpen/smudge tools 
1. Blur - blurs the area where you paint. 

2. Sharpen - increases contrast in the areas where you paint. 

3. Smudge - blends the pixels where you paint simulating the action of dragging a finger through wet paint. 

m.    Eye dropper tool  [image: image11.png]



n.    Clone/pattern stamp tool, use alt to select it, then draw it out.  [image: image12.png]



o.    Crop tool  [image: image13.png]



 
3.    Use the tools above to do the following.
a.    Erase the helicopter in the background and replace it with matching blue sky
b.    Paint Will Ferrill’s jacket blue
c.     Change the coffee mug in his hand to a baseball bat
d.    Make Will smile
e.    Add a duplicate Will Ferrill beside him.
f.  Draw a goate on one of the Will Ferrills, using the eye-dropper tool to copy his mustache color.
