To find information to use in your Career PowerPoint:

1. Go to www.wois.org
2. Enter the site key:  
3. Choose Assessments

4. Choose Career Interest Areas

5. Choose Start Career Interest Areas

6. Create a Portfolio

7. Go back to your results
8. Choose a specific area, like “Scientific”

9. Choose an occupation, like “biologists”

10. Choose “Control A” to select everything, open Microsoft Word, Choose “Control V” to paste everything into Word, and save the document for future reference

Instructions: 

1. Use Microsoft PowerPoint.

2. Include enough information that will help educate your fellow classmates about your career.

3. Include a minimum 5 no more than 20 slides, not including the Title and Conclusion slide

4. Include appropriate graphics – Clip Art, Pictures, Charts, Diagrams, etc…

5.  Include minimum of 2 transitions and animation.

6. Avoid Wordiness
· Do not put EVERYTHING on the slide that you want to say about that particular topic.

· EMPHASIZE Keys Words.

7. Include the following:

· Appropriate Design Template

· Appropriate Colors

· Appropriate and easily readable font

8. The presentation needs to be 2 to 4 minutes long
