Page 1 – Your Cover Page

· Picture
· Magazine Name

· Bar Code

· Date

· Price
· Main article mentioned

· Make up one other article name (see example)
Page 2—Your Main Article—must include the following in your own words.  
You may want to put one topic in a sidebar (separate section on same page but filled with color or outlined with a stroke, etc—look at magazines in room to see examples) Note that this is wider than normal so you can fit all your info and pictures on it.
· Title of the article

· Authors name
· Categories:  mark each one with a title
· Overview of the career/description

· Education

· Skills required/desired

· Demand- job outlook
· Salary information
· Graphics /Pictures
· Cite sources

Page 3—Optional  --Extra Credit

· Use your creativity and knowledge to give more information about your career.
Page 4—Letter from the Editor

· Your Picture

· Write about what is in your magazine and what you have learned

Page 4—Advertisement

· Promote a product, company, or college that is related to your field OR find a job posted on Monster.com or Careerbuilder.com 

· Create an advertisement that has some type of illustration and writing.  

· Include a slogan, description, contact number or web address

Helpful hints:

Making your picture bigger and look high quality.

· Click on the picture.  Size to what you want.

· Click on object-fitting—fit content to frame

· Right click on picture—click on display performance-click on high quality

Wrap text around pictures:

· Click on the picture

· Click on Window Text Wrap

· Click on top buttons for type of wrap

· Put in how much room you want between text and picture in offset boxes.
