To create a new FrontPage web:

1. On the Start menu, locate FrontPage and click on it. 

2. On the FrontPage File menu, point to New and then click on Web. 

3. From the New list, select the Blank Page option. 
	
	Blank Page creates a FrontPage web with a single page (the home page). This option creates a FrontPage web from scratch, with no generic or pre-existing content.  It is also possible to use a Wizard or a Template in creating a Web; however, for the time being, I think you will be happier with a more simple approach.  You can add bells and whistles to your web site as time goes on...and your skill level increases!! 


4. To Save your page:
A. Go File, Save as.
B. Change the Save In location to your H drive.
C. From My Documents, click on the Create New Folder icon.
D. Type in Your_Name_Web (ex. Jeff_Harris_Web

E. Save your file with the name Index.

As a rule of thumb, when naming webs, folders, or pages that will be published to the Internet, it is a good idea to avoid spaces.  Spaces appear as % in the URL and thus make the URL less easy to communicate to users. This rule of thumb refers to the names that you use for saving pages.  It does not refer to the title of the page.  The title of the page is what appears at the very top of the browser screen...in what is usually the blue strip of color.  The title of the page can be different from the name of the web, folder, or page.

Include the following on this page:
1. I’ll check these off your computers directly, don’t save on the share drive.

2. A piece of Clipart.

3. 300 words of text.
4. A picture copied off the Internet.
5. A new page with 100 words of text and a piece of clip art.
6. A hyperlink to a new page 
7. The topic is any topic of your choice, for example, basketball, hockey, skateboarding. 

Putting in a new page and a hyperlink to that page will be covered in class.  To put in a new page and a link to the new page:

1. Click on the sheet of paper icon below the File menu.

2. Save the file and make some changes to the page.  

3. On the Index page, type a name for the second page. 

4. Chose Insert, Hyperlink, and then find the new page.
This is an in-class project we are completing together to help you get used to using FrontPage’s basic features.
