Random Numbers Assignment #1, Rock Paper and Scissors, continued
To create a random number, you use the Rnd command.  The Rnd command creates a random number that ranges from 0 to .9999 (goes on forever).  This would be useless, so we use the convert the random number to an integer using the INT command.
Here is an example:

variable = Int(Rnd() * 3)

The above example returns either a 0, 1, or 2.  The Rnd gives you between 0 and .9999, multiplying by 3 gives you between 0 and 2.9999, then the Int function gives you either 0, 1, or 2.

1. Use the above information to change the rock, paper, scissors program (created in Chapter 5, program #5) so that you can play against the computer.

2. Delete the combobox for the computer and put in a read only textbox.  Change the label to Computer.
3. Create a messagebox that will appear notifying the user of a win, loss, or tie.
4. For 2 points extra credit, add a counter to the message box to show the quantity of wins and losses.
5. If the option strict is on, you might need to use the Convert.ToSingle command to avoid conflicts.
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
