Request for Proposal - Web Site

Your team (you) will be creating a short proposal to me for a professional web site.  This is a rebuild of a current web site which you can find at http://www.mygrillhouse.com/. You will be taking steps to rebuild this site throughout the quarter.  This is simply the first step.   This assignment will familiarize you with writing a document which should be a part of any project that you might produce in the future, whether you work for a company or intend to open your own business.

Your proposal (Use PowerPoint) should include the following sections:

1. A cover letter for your response - Stating that you are interested in being considered for the project and that your response is attached (Use Word for the cover letter).

2. Management Summary - in brief explain what and why you feel this project is necessary.  Please don't say "because it is an assignment for the class".  Instead, approach this section as if you are trying to sell me on you rebuilding the site.  

3. Detail - you should outline each page that you will be creating per the Final Project specifications available for you within the Assignments folder.  Explain your understanding of what will be included in each page.  There should be a short paragraph about each page that you are to complete. 

4. Benefits - you should describe what benefit the client will get out of rebuilding this site.  

5. Cost analysis - Oh here you get to have some fun.  Try to figure out how much an hour of your time is worth.  Multiply that by the number of hours that you think you will spend on the course.  Include all your time on the final project and your learning hours this quarter.  I've seen estimates of over $25,000 for this rebuilding a site in this class! 

6. Summary - (Whew) Finally, summarize what you have stated above, what you are accomplishing, and how much.
