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This course builds on concepts covered in Web Design 1.    Utilizing basic HTML tags and formatting concepts such as Cascading Style Sheets students will learn new and exciting ways to develop fully interactive and dynamic web pages.   To be consistent with the student handbook, we will work with Dreamweaver  for approximately half of the semester.

5. Apply moral, legal, and ethical issues in website creation.
